The member stated ñWhy 

would anyone continue to bring journalistic images to SPS? é... The journalist 

photos scored nothing like the nature/assignment shots. The criteria for both 

are not similar. The shot I brought is nearly a year old but would never have 

brought it if it weren't for Greg being there last night doing commentary. 

Journalism is not always pleasant to look at, seldom controllable. It just doesn't 

fit our typical mind set of "rules" of photography. This of course is my personal 

opinion.

The statement is correct. Most clubs do not have specialized categories 

and corresponding rules. The ideal solution would have been, if we had 

known in advance, to have had a photojournalism assignment on that 

night. The direction SPS takes has many reasons, including historical 

and traditional factors. But beyond that there is some practical and 

logical reasons for our mind set. There are many venues in photography 

and we each have our own niche. On the whole SPS operates as a general 

club that tries to fit all these niches into the criteria for a gathering place 

for education, camaraderie and sharing to inspire and motivate a passion 

that many other humans sadly do not have. To maintain the focus, 

interest and enthusiasm to form this foundation, with the limited 

resources of time, volunteers, finances, and expertise SPS has formed, 

sculptured and soothed our venues toward the larger mass appeal of 

photographic artistic, creative and aesthetic views. Not exclusively but 

generally our members take pride and joy to have our works displayed, 

whether in our or anotherôs home, web sites, galleries, coffee shops or at 

the club. Much of the more specialized photography is geared toward 

specific goals such as weddings, portraits, school photos, snapshots, real 

estate etc., and of course photojournalism. Photojournalism is a 

specialty, where the image is intended to educate, inform and/or capture 

oneôs interest in a truthful natural story, usually in a fleeting moment. It 

serves the needed function of providing news and history, both in 

various visual and printed forms. The required objective truth in a 

fleeting moment, and usually for immediate release doesnôt allow for the 

technical photographic requirements we apply in our venue, and would 

be too restrictive, and often unworkable to show the truth of the 

moment. Impact and story reign in photojournalism, even if an 

unpleasant subject matter. 

 

This is not to say that SPS does not recognize all the other photographic 

venues that we do not represent or barely touch. Nor the members that 

represent and are directed toward these venues by love, career or 

finances. I will pursue having classes, speakers, commentators and 

assignments toward these specialized fields, and possibly to add or 

replace some of our year end special awards towards these areas. Please 

give feed back so I may know if there is interest in these special fields. 

These fields are recognized and respected, and not forgotten areas of 

photography. Even though SPS is limited in the services it can provide 

for the foregone reasons, we will do the best to meet your needs if you let 

us know.
