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Yet others become disenchanted with the commentary or judging
element of clubs. Or they may no longer feel a need to compete with
their images. Some photographers get intimidated or discouraged
after initial knowledge with a good history of improvement, but
become discouraged when newer members quickly advance past
them with either better skills or newer techniques, and it becomes
more difficult to compete. Self confidence wanes.

There are many reasons why we each go through these stages. They

are all valid feelings and natural. | have gone through this myself
and frequently continue to experience these regularly, with a
possibly different mood each week. As for myself after seeing the
great work of many members, of which | am proud of, | often return
to the beginning cycle, of questioning whether my own photography
is good enough. But | find excitement in the digital era that makes
photography fresh and it offers many opportunities. Seeing great
digital photographs by others and the accomplishments of film
photographers in their challenge is inspirational and uplifting. It
inspires me to what is possible. | find it interesting and quite a
challenge to deal with many varied cycles that many of our members
are experiencing at any one time.

So the moral of this story is to keep active and continue to enjoy the
art of photography whether itéds
you are at this point in time, it will leave you open for continuing
progress in the cycle of our passion. One thing is always certain-
change. And for those
photographically, it will shine another day (or you can take night
shots). Look forward to it with a positive attitude and we will all
make it through wherever our photographic passion takes us.

A photograph is more then a projection on a screen or a print on
paper. It is a representation of a state of mind, which can not be
equated nor expressly valuated for the passion or emotion involved
in the process.
